Le chanteur ou le poete s’adresse, par exemple, a I'abeille ou au vautour, en les attribuant
les caractéristiques humaines (écoute, vision, ...) et en s’engageant dans des conversations
et des échanges de paroles avec eux. Ces échanges sont riches de sens humain, social et
méme politique. La majorité de ces chants ou de ces conversations avec les éléments de la
nature traitent les différents aspects et préoccupations de la vie tels la fertilité, la beauté, la
trahison... Ils montrent également les liens étroits qui se tissent entre I’homme des régions
oasiennes et son environnement naturel.
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Humanization of Living and Non-Living beings in Wedding Songs of the Tinghir
Valley (Morocco)

The relationship between humans and non-humans holds a significant place in the wedding
songs of the Tinghir Valley in southeastern Morocco. It encompasses various components of
nature, including fauna, flora, and spaces...

The singer or poet, for example, addresses the bee or the vulture, attributing them hu-
man characteristics (listening, vision, etc.) and engaging in conversations and exchanges of
words with them. These exchanges are rich in human, social, and even political meaning.
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The majority of these songs or conversations with elements of nature address various aspects
and concerns of life such as fertility, beauty, betrayal... They also illustrate the close ties
woven between the people of oasis regions and their natural environment.
